From the standpoint that one can chtmséey or not — that God
has given us free will — all of the commandmenésaptional. We can
choose to obey or not. God has not made us tolmg. Genuine relation-
ship and the possibility of love exists where therehoice — not where there
IS coercion.

! Whatever our choice, we know that there are coressmps. The conse-
guences Yyield their own reward or punishment. Wiikdom and love, God
established the laws for the good of God’s humeaatan, wanting us to
benefit from good choices and avoid the consequseoicbad choices.

“Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy.” Atubey least, Jews and
Christians have for centuries interpreted this &amthe inclusion of
communal worship one day a week. And when travélress precludes
this, setting aside some Sabbath time for resipaager. God gives this

scommand knowing it has great benefit for us, anolkng that if we neglect
remembering the Sabbath, there are negative coesegs.

What are the things that matter most as we gathievdrship? That we
gemember that God is God — not ourselves, not masrgyower or pleasure
or country or anything or anyone else. God iscérer and we look to God
for life and direction. If we get this priority wng, lots of other things get
out of alignment, and life directions become cdpts. In worship, we
remember that we don’t gather to be entertaineth bave our needs met
with certain styles — no — it is we who togethex giving voice to praise and
thank God, and to receive from God the foundatiolowe and grace and
forgiveness that is translated into the ways we @ur daily lives. And we
remember that God has created us to be familytegetnot just in one
parish, or one community, but throughout the wordl. people are God’s,
and God wants us to live and work together in whags God has made us
capable of.

We know the consequences of neglecting the Sablbashperspective of
our place as a child of God, narcissistic choieame alluring, avoidance
of community, and the illusion of being our own God

God gives us this command hoping we make good ehlaicrelationship to
it — not for God’s sake so much as for our own good
