FIRE UPDATE:  WILDERNESS CANOE BASE  
Hello friends of Wilderness Canoe Base!  My name is Greg Eichten. I’m 

part of the 2007 staff here at the Base, and want to update you as to how things 
are going after the devastating Ham Lake Fire.  

First and foremost, Wilderness has seen an amazing first phase of volun-
teer support in these past weeks.  Thanks to all volunteers who are donating their 
time, talents, and treasure.  A gifted and cohesive summer staff will make this 
year a memorable one and will rise to any challenge!  Staff training proceeded 
almost as normal and the first campers arrived. 

 The wilderness around us is already showing signs of new growth and 
rejuvenation.  Bits of green can be seen poking up, birds continue to sing and 
moose sightings are abundant on Dominion Island.  And the area around Pine-
cliff looks the same as it ever did. [Go to www.campwapo.org for pictures of the 
beauty rising from ashes and other updates.] 

All right, now on to summer preparation and clean up process: Bunks 
have been made and put into cabins like Borderline, Ledge, and Stillwater to ac-
commodate multiple camping groups.  Electrical power is restored to many of 
the surviving buildings that lost it; telephone service was just restored.  Tempo-
rary staff cabins are being built by Wasabella for guides to live in during the 
summer.  A temporary medical center is also being built where the Nature Nest 
used to be.  Trailshack [where all the trip equipment had been stored and trail 
food prepared] moved into downstairs Blockhouse.  New equipment and recipes 
are being organized and prepared. Duluth packs are being sewn.  These are the 
major projects that are happening right now, but many smaller projects are also 
underway.

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On a “hot” July 17th evening when many cool heads 
would have preferred to enjoy the air conditioned 
comforts of home, 28 brave souls gathered around the 
fans in the fellowship area and awaited the results of our 
Building Project Questionnaire.  Prior to the regular 
Council meeting, interested members of the church, the 
Building Project Committee, and Prince of Peace 
Church Council studied the “hot” data and packets that 
were collected, analyzed, prepared, and presented by 
Asitha Sandanayake. Carol Garbisch lent her 
professional assistance to the process.  
 

Most impressive was the 52 percent return of 
questionnaires (sent to individual congregational 
members, not households). Per our resident experts, this 
return is an extraordinary response, a remarkably valid 
survey number. Of course, it begged the question, 
“What do the rest of you want?” Again, we were assured 
that with the high sampling that we had before us, 
experts would conclude that the other 48 percent of 
unreturned questionnaires would reflect similar results. 
Unless, as our eternal optimist, Asitha, puts it, one of the 
survey envelopes contained a 7-digit check with it.    
  

There is a great deal of high-quality information in these 
241 qeustionnaire results. Responses to individual 
questions were cross-referenced with similar questions 
on matrices to provide deeper insight into the sentiments 
of our church membership. Asitha presented an in-depth 
understanding of the complex data. Over half of the 
results were returned by interested members over the 
age of 60. A high percentage of respondents prefer to

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For everything there is a season, and a time for every matter under heaven: 
 a time to seek, and a time to lose; 
 a time to keep, and a time to throw away; 
 a time to tear, and a time to sew; 
 a time to keep silence, and a time to speak;      Ecclesiastes 3: 1, 6-7 
 
Sometimes, you’ll hear pastors say, “I went to the well and the well was dry.”  
Just when they are reaching deep into that well of wisdom and inspiration and 
grace for the next sermon or pastoral visit, the next meeting or mission initiative, 
they find their spiritual waters depleted.  Pastors must learn to tend to their  
spiritual well on a daily, weekly and monthly basis.  But the wisdom of the 
church has also seen fit to encourage pastors every 6 or 7 years to take a few 
weeks or months of sabbatical time – for rest, recreation and renewal. 
 
Please accept my gratitude for the wisdom and grace of my recent sabbatical 
time.  I can’t capture it all in one Vine article, but here’s a few highlights: 
A time to keep silence  – 

For me this took two forms.  First, the time to keep silence, (rather than 
produce the words of my job for instance), became a time of spacious 
emptiness, so that I could be filled – through reading or collegial            
conversations or classes.  I took a class on Praying with the Mystics, for 
example.  And secondly, I included the practice (and challenge!) of   
literal silence as I included 30 minutes of silent meditation in my times 
of prayer.   

 
A time for building and sustaining relationships – 

Relationships take time.  And in our culture much of that relationship 
time is on the weekends – so it was nice to be able to accept an           
invitation to join friends at their cabin for a weekend and to attend my 
niece’s wedding in southern Illinois.  Plus I spent some dedicated time 
with each of my three daughters, two of whom live on the east coast and 
I don’t get to see that often. 

 
A time to worship – 

I went to 12 Sunday worship services, plus some creative weekday    
services like a Celtic Evensong.  It was a joy to just experience worship 
without also being responsible to help make it happen.  (Being filled 
again!)  Plus, it was interesting to see how other congregations practice 
hospitality or sing or pray or do announcements, and to take note what 
their art and architecture communicate about them and how their identity 
and sense of mission is expressed through worship. 

 
A time to wonder and praise – 

Martin Luther wrote, “God writes the Gospel, not in the Bible alone, but 
also on trees, and in the flowers and clouds and stars …  If you  
truly understood a grain of wheat, you would die of wonder.”   
(Excerpt from Luther’s Works)  Some of my time was spent in nature – 
the green jungles of Costa Rica and the Green Mountains of Vermont;

Children and Family Summer Programs 
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Prince of Peace has had their ministry with their 
young people as a priority throughout their years of 
ministry.  During these fifty years youth ministry has 
gone through various changes.  When I began working 
in youth ministry in the early 1970’s, we spent a great 
deal of time planning, organizing and having many 
youth activities.  These activities ranged from ski 
trips, canoe trips, softball games, rock climbing, 
hiking day trips, game nights, movie nights, and lock-
ins for starters.  Those of us who worked in 
congregations were often called “Youth Directors” 
and we did direct activities. 
 

In addition to being an activity director, we taught 
confirmation and Sunday morning education; and 
planned, organized, and led retreats for spiritual 
enhancement.  We would add an “intense” week of 
ministry in the form of camp or a service trip, usually 
in the summer.  For many years, this was considered a 
good youth ministry program for a congregation. 
Having age specific education, activities, and service 
opportunities was what youth ministry was all about. 
 

Over the years, our understanding of healthy youth 
ministry for congregations has changed.  No longer do 
we believe that segregating our young people from the 
life of the congregation is a good idea.  Our 
responsibility to our young people is to support them 

in their day-to-day lives.  Walk with them, help them 
process what is happening in their world and where 
God is in the midst of their world.  How does each of 
our God Stories connect with the God of Scripture?  
We strive to connect our young people with our 
congregations, not segregate them. 
 

We focus our programming on building 
relationships—their relationships with God, with 
adults, with peers, with our congregation.   We strive 
to make our worship speak the language of all ages.  
We strive to offer educational opportunities to assist 
our young people to understand we believe in a God 
who loves them deeply.  We invite our youth to 
process their questions—to verbalize their questions, 
and come to a point of being able to state their 
individual faith. 
 

Not only do we Youth Ministers work with the youth 
of the congregations, but also we minister with the 
members of the congregation to assist this community 
of Christ to embrace and welcome our young people, 
to understand their language.  Even to the point that 
we welcome diversity in our midst.  For in so doing 
we might just come to understand a new language of 
the Gospel.  For the Gospel does speak many 
languages, to many diverse people—from all paths of 
life.
