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THE INCIDENTAL GUEST

On a rare occasion, I have been invited to a
home for a visit, only to discover that my
coming is an afterthought to the chaos that greets
me. It’s an odd feeling. Not that I expect a red
carpet, mind you, but if invited, some deference
to social graces that give a welcomed greeting
would be nice. Being handed a cup of coffee
brewed hours ago, and ushered to a chair that is
hastily cleared of a pile of stuff, doesn’t do a lot
to convey welcome. I don’t mind kids and pets
flying around the room, but maybe turning off
the TV would be a good idea. Like I say, it’s
only happened once or twice in my life, but it

left a lasting impression.

What are we doing with the yearly ritual of inviting Christ’s birth in our
midst? Advent is an invitation for God to come to us. The decoration of
homes and the pageantry of churches is a good start. But Christ comes to the
world – not just our corner of it. We may not be able to straighten it all up,
but our housecleaning efforts will convey a welcome that will warm the heart
of our heavenly guest.

My own illness has made me acutely aware of the disparity between rich
and poor – those with health insurance and those without – and the vested
interests that prevent our wealthy nation from providing reasonable health
care for everyone. From drug companies to insurance companies, layers of
bureaucracy and overpaid CEO’s, each protecting their own interest at the
expense of the dispossessed, and it makes you wonder how we can invite our
Lord into this mess.

Our nation’s budget, taxes, and checkbook are out on the coffee table too.
The kids are arguing about it – “tax and spend” or “borrow and spend”
slogans are thrown around, while we pile up huge debt, protect the
wealthiest, use earmarks and pork-barrel tricks, extend campaigns at huge
expense, throw money in foreign ventures with little accountability. And our
Lord looks at this and wonders if we’re really serious about being invited for
Christmas Eve festivities.

With the squabbling between God’s children kicking up not just noise on
what should otherwise be a silent night, but yielding painful warfare,
displacement, and endless enmity, we realize how desperately we need our
Lord to come. Come to bless the beauty of the season, of course. But
mostly come to help us roll up our sleeves for the serious business of
housecleaning and not being disingenuous in our welcome.
