Recently in adult education, member Bob Hurlbutkepof Carl Jung’s im-
age of the shadow side of each of us and the ngcetsaming it, facing it,
as a part of growing into greater individual health ignore or deny our
shadow leaves us vulnerable to its power in shapimghoughts and behav-

Mor. Moreover, we are more likely to blame othemsgroblems that arise,
without being honest about our part in it.

We know from childhood lessons and ritual practiwd “confession is good
for the soul.” To name thoughts and actions thehgdrom our shadow
lessens the power of the shadow. We name thendar tw let them go into
God's forgiveness, which in turn frees us to enddges children of light.

Just as there is a shadow side to each individoaleties and cultures can

g exhibit collective shadows. A corollary to ParkedrRer’s insight was ex-

pressed long ago in the words of the cartoon chera@ogo: “We have seen
the enemy and he is us.” However, the collectiv& has difficulty naming
emerging shadows that grow in their threat to allective well-being.

For example, why is there so little discussion alamw to put a cap on, and
reduce, human population? We know that by our shlegrgrowing numbers
we are depleting our fisheries, our top soil, arests, our fresh water, liv-
able habitats, other species, increasing globaiivey, and in the long (or
short?) run, risking our own catastrophic demisa apecies. Can we talk
about this? Other issues follow from this one.

For example, are we living with an assumption thathave a right to as
much energy as can be produced and purchased?®@eased demand and
production of energy has many shadows to it. Oaeighjust now coming to
light, is the correlation between energy productod consumption and the
rise in food costs, making the poor and hungry ewere vulnerable to star-
vation. How do we cap our energy appetite?

Naming the shadows is a beginning towards healtnGing shadow-based
behavior is a great challenge. For this challengdave the power of being
created in God’s image, we have each other, anldawe God’s presence to
strengthen us for these great tasks.
