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Generosity 
 
Some Native American tribes once exercised a 
tradition known as “potlatch.”  It was an event  
of extravagant gift-giving. In this tradition, a per-
son’s greatness was not determined by how 
much one had accumulated, but by how much 
one gave away.  The practice was long ago 
banned by Canadian and United States govern-
ments, because of concern that it contributed to 
the impoverishment of people, more than it aided 

them. Perhaps. But it certainly speaks to an underlying instinct that all  
humans hold in common: that of generosity. 
 
As we see the devastation that happens in far-away lands (cyclone in  
Myanmar/Burma, earthquake in China) or closer to home (tornadoes  
wreaking devastation), the impulse to reach out and send aid to complete 
strangers moves us to acts of generosity. Is it any wonder? 
 
God is a generous God. One might make the case that God is all generosity – 
pouring forth energy for the existence of the universe, giving life to this 
planet earth, sustaining humans with presence and love, keeping us in eternal 
care. We, who are given the notion of being created in the image of God, 
should not find it surprising that this impulse of generosity wells up when we 
see need around us. Moreover, we recognize that it is something that defines 
us and gives us purpose. What a great way to understand our very being and 
purpose in life: made to give of ourselves for the good of everything around 
us. When we hoard God’s gifts to us for our own purposes, our spirit shrinks. 
When we live to be generous, our spirit swells with joy. 
 
Remember in Chariot’s of Fire how Eric Little told his sister that God had 
created him able to run fast and that to do so gave God joy? God has created 
us with generous hearts and as we mirror the generosity of God, we give not 
only ourselves joy, but God as well. 
 
As our congregation meets in June to put in place a budget for the coming 
fiscal year, we know that this is an exercise in godly generosity. We give to 
the budget not for selfish reasons, but so that the ministry of our church  
supports us in our faith and in our self-understanding. Both in our daily lives 
and in our work together, we give. We give in order that God’s generosity 
might move through us. In that giving, we find joy for ourselves, for those 
that receive from our hand, and for the pleasure of God.
