allow it to naturally infiltrate the ground.

A rain garden can be thought of as a personal water
guality system because it filters the runoff froouy
roof and lawn and recharges groundwater.

A rain garden also conserves municipal water ressur
by reducing the need for irrigation.

Rain gardens are a beautiful and colorful way for
homeowners, businesses and municipalities to lasp ¢
stormwater problems. There is a growing trend by
municipalities and homeowners to incorporate naturg
processes to help relieve flooding and pollution.
