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Autumn is an opportune time for reflection upon change 
— both literal and metaphoric. As these seasons change, 
with the turning colors and crisper temperatures, we can 
look back upon the activities and travels of the past 
summer and prepare ourselves for the more introspective 
winter. In the same way, the church can look back to the 
activities of the past, while looking forward to our 
evolution in the future. 
 

While the changes we view are often symbolic, our 
church is blessed to be able to see — in literally concrete 
terms — the changes going on in our worship space. It is 
certainly true that a church is much more than the space 
in which worshipers choose to congregate; a church is 
ultimately the body of people, the Body of Christ.

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FOLLOWING JESUS VS.  
BEING A TRUE BELIEVER  
 

In 1951 Eric Hoffer’s book The True Believer was 
published. It was written on the heels of World War 
II and at the beginning of the Cold War. Hoffer was 
a member of the Teamster Union, a kind of rough 
and tumble philosopher-intellect. His thesis was that core members of the 
Nazis, or of the Communists, or of fanatically religious groups held some 
things in common. 
 

“All mass movements generate in their adherents a readiness to die and 
a proclivity for united action; all of them, irrespective of the doctrine 
they preach and the program they project, breed fanaticism, enthusiasm, 
fervent hope, hatred and intolerance; all of them are capable of releasing 
a powerful flow of activity in certain departments of life; all of them de-
mand blind faith and singlehearted allegiance.” 

 

These dynamics are present in 2008. Over the last 8 years much attention has 
been given to the fanatical wings of Islam. And we know there are elements 
of fanatical Christians in our own country. As we observe the more rabid ele-
ments of this year’s political process, we know there are elements of the 
same fanaticism that masquerade as patriotic virtue. But the roots of our 
country’s democracy, and the roots of our own faith do not aspire to such 
blind faith or singlehearted allegiance. 
 

The founders of our nation treasured the rights of individual opinion, the 
freedom of expression of the same, and tolerance of differing views that 
yields protection of minority opinion. Likewise, the founder of our Christian 
faith, Jesus, did not insist upon blind obedience to a rigid dogma. Jesus did 
not breed hatred and intolerance, but promoted love and mercy. Jesus moved 
with a great deal of grace and kindness for all. We do not follow a Christian 
movement. We follow Jesus.

This prompted a larger 
discussion on world hunger and what 
we as a community can do to help 
improve the situation. 
 

As promised to the kids, I have 
looked into some opportunities 
available at FMSC.  Below are 
several walk-in dates and times that 
the organization has said they need 
help packaging food.  I encourage 
your family, friends, and neighbors 
to go to one or more of these 
opportunities.  In the upcoming 
months, we will be planning a few 
gatherings where the children of 
Prince of Peace can go as a group to 
package meals.
