But it is like any other learning curve 
that I have been on.  I need to roll up my sleeves, get into 
the mix and I must not be afraid to try, to fail and 
ultimately to learn.

It was a grace the disciples had to learn actually. 
Even after all the times the disciples were of service to others, and received 
hospitality and service from others, Jesus still had one more dramatic lesson 
for them. 
 
It happened during those last days together in Jerusalem, before Jesus goes to 
the cross and the grave.  The disciples had spent years following – and  
serving – Jesus.  Now, Jesus, their Lord becomes Jesus, their servant.  When 
Jesus takes on the uniform of a servant – a towel around his waist, and the 
posture of a servant – kneeling to wash the disciples’ feet, the disciples are 
surprised.  Peter protests at first saying, “You will never wash my feet.”  
Then he surrenders fully to receiving such grace, “Lord, not my feet only, 
but also my hands and my head.”   [See John 13:1-20] 
 
Serving and being served – there’s a grace to both of these acts. 
Grace flows in the act of serving others; grace flows in the act of receiving 
service from others.  Maybe our individual personalities tend toward one 
more than the other as a rule, but I believe that in the rhythm of life we are 
each called to experience both – serving others and being served. 
 
As a pastor I am always gratified at the number of people in this church who 
give of their time and talent to serve.  Many serve within the church – like 
the new team just trained to work the sound board for worship.  And many of 
you serve beyond the church walls – like the youth who packed food and just 
put on a talent show to raise money for world hunger. 
 
The staff wants to acknowledge and celebrate your many acts of serving and 
being served by serving brunch for the Adult Forum on Sunday, April 19.  
No formal program, just good food and fellowship.  The whole congregation 
is invited.  We’ll deliver treats to the Sunday School rooms, too.
