Spiritu usually consists of four people: Michael Loonan on piano, vocals,  

and guitar; Amy Kuebelbeck on guitar, vocals, and piano; Brigid McCarthy  

on violin; and one of three regular cantors: John Theis, Damien Riehl (member 

of Prince of Peace), or Tara Lyons.

made in God's image?ò  These are huge questions that 

science and religion have asked over the centuries.  We 

ponder them as well as we journey through life. 

  

A fascinating PBS two-part science program looked at 

the difference between apes and humans, and between 

Neanderthals and our version of  human. It concluded 

that a key difference in species is our ability to feel 

compassion for others beyond family and friends, and 

that is what makes us truly human. 

 

In The Great Transformation (The Beginning of our 

Religious Traditions), Karen Armstrong traces  religious 

roots back to the Axial Age (c. 1600 ï 900 BCE).  Out 

of the violence of that time rose the spiritual realization 

that compassion is the key. Since then, each great 

religion in the world has developed a version of the 

Golden Rule (Do unto others as you would have them 

do unto you).  Each affirms the ñsupreme importance of 

charity and benevolenceò toward others. 

 

God, Creator of the universe, loves each human being 

and has endowed us with compassion.  As Christians, 

we look to Jesus to understand how much God loves us 

and to understand what it means to be truly human, a 

child of the loving God.  We are to do what Jesus would 

do: love God, love our neighbor, feed the hungry, 

forgive and love our enemies. God calls us to serve 

others and end violence through love and compassion.  

It is in such service we find true meaning, true peace and 

true joy.

We are in a time of transition at Prince of Peace and that can 

bring a sense of anxiety at the same time that it brings a sense of excitement. 

Each of our personalities handles change and uncertainty in different ways at 

different times and different contexts in our lives. In our current congregational 

context I encourage us to be prayerful and patient, but also filled with a sense 

of wonder of what God may be stirring up in us and for us - all for the sake of 

the gospel. 
 

We will be getting an Interim or Transition Pastor this summer to help both 

with the regular pastoral care and ministry of the congregation and with the 

special work of the interim time. To help us get an understanding of what some 

of this good hard interim work that we will be doing together entails, I offer 

this information below, adapted from the ELCA website. Pastor Anita Beste 
 

Five Developmental Tasks for a Transition 

1. Coming to Terms with History - It is important for congregations to know 

their history so that they can appreciate their heritage and at the same time 

be aware of the issues and concerns that need to be resolved in order to 

move freely into the future. 

2. Discovering a New Identity - Identity is the task of understanding "who we 

are now in our present context and what it is we understand God is calling 

us to be." It is the task of developing the vision to which a congregation is 

being called. 

3. Shifts of Power/Leadership Changes - During transition current leaders 

may rethink their commitment to ongoing leadership while other persons 

often find the interim time an opportunity to take up leadership roles.  This 

is an opportune time to welcome leadership gifts from all parts of the con-

gregation as well as perhaps confront informal leadership or special interest 

groups. 

4. Rethinking Denominational Linkages - The transition time helps raise the 

awareness of a congregation to its denominational heritage, ministries, and 

resources. 

5. Commitment to New Leadership and to a New Future - When a congrega-

tion has developed a shared vision of its future and seeks to call a pastor to 

help lead it in moving into that future, there will probably be a new com-

mitment both to that new leader and to that new future. 
 

Additional Tasks/Gifts of the Interim/Transition  
 

Time to Reduce the Level of Anxiety - Fear of the Unknown -   

There is often a great mixture of grief, loss, and despair early in a transition 

period. The task is to rebuild trust and reaffirm that there is life after "whoever

From the Prince of Peace Council 

went before" or "whatever happened before." 
 

Rebuilding the Infrastructures - Nearly always  

toward the end of a ministry, "infrastructures" of a 

congregation such as procedures, policies, structural 

organization, and building maintenance will have  

been neglected and will need some revision and  

restructuring. The interim period is a good time to  

review and revise the internal organization that  

supports and implements the ministries and mission 

of the church. 
 

Attention to Stewardship/Financial Matters -   

The interim period is an opportune time to review  

assumptions about stewardship and financial support 

for the church. At such a time there is probably more 

openness to new understanding of Christian steward-

ship as more than simply underwriting the budget. 

Any problems are better handled by an interim pastor  

than the next pastor who is called and who will  

want to be there over a long period of time. 
 

Training in Leadership Skills - The congregation 

faces the specific task of learning how to recruit, 

train, and orient volunteers so that their gifts and  

skills may contribute to the ministry and mission of 

the church. It is also a time to help people understand 

the dynamics of change and conflict resolution skills 

so that they are better able to deal with change and 

conflict in the future. 
 

Focus on Spiritual Needs of Membership - There  

is a hunger for recapturing the spiritual power that 

comes from Bible study and prayer engaged in to  

discern God's will for the congregation and for  

individual members. Such a developmental task  

can easily dovetail with the search for understanding 

the congregation's identity, vision, and mission.

Many of you wonder what will happen with our  

pastoral situation. 
 

What is next? 
 

The answer is that we do not know yet!  We must  

first determine who we are and what we at Prince of 

Peace need and want.  Thus we have started a process 

that is well defined by the ELCA.  This process will 

help us determine what is  the best situation to meet 

needs of Prince of Peace going forward. But we first 

need to do some homework in our congregation.  

During this time of discernment we will have an  

Interim Pastor to assist Pastor Anita as she becomes 

our Senior Pastor.

Phase 2: Congregational Mission Exploration Process 

    (3 months to 1 year) 

   - Pastor Leaves 

   - Interim Begins  

   - Ministry Profile Team starts 

Phase 3: Calling the Pastor (as determined) 

     (2-4 months) 

Phase 4: Beginning new ministry 

 

So, next we will work on Mission Exploration.  

During this time an Interim Pastor will assist our 

work. An Interim Pastor generally has experience 

helping congregations find out who they really are. 

We have started to interview potential interim pastors. 

 

We hope that most of us will be directly involved in 

this exciting process, and we certainly want your  

detailed input to determine what is best for Prince of 

Peace.
